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Purpose. 

The primary purpose of the Association of Schools of Allied Health Professions Interdisciplinary Research Award (ASAHP-IRA) is to provide seed money for one (1) new interdisciplinary research project up to $15,000 regarding health and rehabilitation that is executed by members of the ASAHP. The project aims and investigators must represent more than one discipline (from within, or external to, a specific university).

Priorities.

· Position scholars to seek larger extramural grants.

· Align with priorities of leading extramural agencies (e.g., NIH, AHRQ, CDC).

· Address translational, outcomes, and comparative effectiveness research.

Eligibility. 

· Individuals holding faculty rank at an ASAHP-member institution may apply for ASAHP-IRA funding under this mechanism. 

· Proposals must articulate research aims and methods that are interdisciplinary.

· Significant pilot work is eligible.

· Proposals must articulate specific, anticipated outcomes such as publication in highly regarded refereed journals and/or subsequent application for extramural research grants. 

· Projects must be accompanied by a letter of support by the Dean of an ASAHP-member institution to assure that the scholarly focus is consistent with promotion and tenure policies of the particular university, and to assure that the applicant has sufficient time and resources to fulfill the purposes of the grant. 

· Only one application per member institution will be considered annually.   

· Requests for support during a faculty fellowship leave are eligible for consideration.

Calendar: 

December 2011—Grant competition announced.

March 1, 2012—Deadline for electronic submission of grant proposal.

June 1, 2012—Funding decision announced.

July 2, 2012—Grant funds disbursed to grant recipient.

June 28, 2013—End of funding period.

August 30, 2013—Final report due.
